The purpose of this scholarship is to improve leadership and management
education within production agriculture by encouraging current and
potential leaders in the industry who, without additional financial assistance,
may not be able to enroll in K-State's Master of Agribusiness (MAB)
distance education program.

The scholarship award pays up to $500 toward tuition for one to three years
that the student is enrolled in the MAB program.

1. Must be accepted into the Master of Agribusiness program for January
2. Financial need is the primary merit criteria. The applicant must not have
the opportunity to participate in an employer tuition reimbursement plan.

3. Consideration is given to prior academic performance.

4. Consideration is given to increasing the diversity and breadth of
backgrounds within the MAB student body.

5. The scholarship is renewable if the applicant makes satisfactory
progress toward completion by maintaining at least a 3.0 GPA and no
incomplete grades. Renewal awards are subject to the availability of
funds.
